The Council

stressed on functions of admission Committee and emphasized that the Committee will

be responsible to ensure that admission of the students in the university are made
keeping various documentary requirement set in the admission form such as mark

sheets/ certiﬂ(;ate of previous qualifications, migration/ transfer certificate, proof of date

of birth, Aadhar Card, Photographs, contact details of the student as also parents or ocal

guardian, email id, signature. The Committee will also ensure the compliance of criteria

laid down for admission in various programmes with respect to percentage of marks,

category of the students, fee structure etc.

Agenda Item No. 4: Consideration of the constitution of Examination Committee

The Council considered the agenda item and approved the composition of Examination

Committee comprising of Controller of Examination, two to three university faculty. The

Examination Committee will have to ensure transparent and fair examination as well as

arrangements as are required for smooth conduct of sessional, odd and even semester

examinations of students.

Agenda Item No. 5: Consideration of the constitution of Finance Committee

The Council considered the agenda item and approved the proposal of constitution of a
/ Finance Committee with a Finance Officer and three to four other members from the

university system. The name of Dr Dharamveer Singh is suggested to designate him as

Agenda Item No. 6: Consideration of the constitution of Research Degree Committee

The New Educational Policy 2020 emphatically highlighted the need of research and post
research studies reposing its trust on the universities set up by Central Govt., State Govt.

In order to fulfil the requirement of research
and post-doctoral degree programme in the university system, it is imperative that the
university should adopt a strong approach for ensuring authentic and hard-working team

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Council approved proposal of constitution of a Research Degree Committee with the
composition of an expert from the university itself possessing adequate quantum of
experience as internal guide and one or more than one external guide. The University
would have a panel of external experts at least three or four in each of the subjects being
offered by the university. While internal guide would be closely associated with the
candidates enrolled for research degree, the external guides would be guiding the
candidates and supporting them in various research activities. The Committee would take
care of all issues related to process of enrolment, entrance test, selection of topics,
approval of synopsis etc. for award of research degree in various subjects and streams in

which the university is running post graduate courses.

Agenda Item No. 7: Consideration of the constitution of Board of Studies

The Council considered the agenda item and approved the proposal of constitution of a
Board of Study for each of the subjects being offered in the university. The Composition
of each of the Board of Study would be comprising of the Head of the Department of the
subject concerned as Convenor and three to four experts from various educational
institutions/universities in and around Agra.

Agenda Item No. 8: Consideration of the constitution of Library Committee

The Council considered the agenda item and approved the proposal of constitution of a
Library Committee comprising of the Vice Chancellor as the Chairman, Registrar as the
Member Secretary and the Librarian as the convenor besides five faculty members from
different streams of the university and three experts from other Govt./Aided institutions
from the surrounding of the Agra City.

Agenda Item No. 9: Consideration of the constitution of Grievance Redressal
Committee

The Council considered the agenda item and approved the proposal of constitution of a
Grievance Redressal Committee with composition of the Registrar as the Chairman, Chief
Procter Member secretary, with three professors of the university of which at least one

female in them.

Agenda Item No. 10: Consideration of the constitution of Cultural Committee
